BACK THE BUSH

Since 2018, hundreds of school students have planted  
over 60,000 native plants in the Cumberland Plain through  

‘Bringing Back the Bush’. Local primary schools are  
invited to participate in a day of outdoor learning,  

Indigenous cultural perspectives and tree planting.

WHAT TO BRING 
Lizard Log is a parkland with plenty of natural  

bushland areas to explore and play in.  

You should bring:
  Water bottle

   Sensible shoes
   Sun hat and sunscreen

   Bicycles and scooters
   Picnic 

   ‘Owl eyes’ to look for  
creatures big and small

MINIMAL IMPACT  
& BUSH SAFETY
‘Minimal impact’ means that we don’t damage the  
environment or harm animals and their habitat.  
This also protects us in the bush too. 

  Put all rubbish in the bin
  �Don’t pick flowers or plants  
(but we can touch, feel and smell them)

  Don’t touch or feed wildlife
  Keep to tracks and trails in bushland areas
  �On warm days, snakes may be out.  If you  
see a snake “stand still”. Snakes will get  
scared if we shout and throw things at them.  
By standing still they will move on.
